Trstenik is situated in the central part of Serbia,approximately
200 km south of Belgrade. The vicinity of the corridor 10, mount
Kopaonik,Vrnjci spa, the Zapadna Morava (West Morava) as well as a
tourist and sports airport on the outskirts of the town make the
geographical position of Trstenikmunicipality veryfavourable.

Trstenik and its surroundings have been on the border of the
empires and on the strategically important communication lines for
centuries.This fact has had a great influence on spiritual and material
culture,from the Neolithic period to the present days.

The medieval town Grabovac known as Jerinin grad, testifies
about the strategic significance of the road that was leading through
the valley ofthe West Morava.

Ljubostinja monastery dates back to the 14t century. It is the
endowment of the Princess Milica, the wife of Prince Lazar. As the
legend says, the princess founded this monastery at the same place
where she had first met her future husband, so that is the origin ofthe
romantic name Ljubostinja (Place of Love) as an association of love of
the renowned ruling pair.The monasterywas the centre of culture and
literacy of this region for centuries. The Princess Milica and the nun
Jefimija.who was the first Serbian female poet and wrote one of the
most beautiful poems of Serbian poetry (The Ode to the Prince Lazar),
were buried in Ljubostinja.

The Velu¢e monastery is one of the rarest monasteries whose
founder isunknown, but it is certain that it was built in 1377 -1378,and
depicted in 1389. According to the founder's fresco and inscription in
the naos it can be concluded that the founder was a woman. The
legend says that the monastery was founded by Mara, daughter of
Prince Lazar and wife of Vuk Brankovic, as a symbol of repentance. Be
thatas it may,the founder remains veiled.

In the vicinity of the monastery there are springs of natural
mineral water which has been known for its therapeutic characte-

This smalltown with its rich and turbulent history has preserved
the most of its old buildings in the town centre.The oldest preserved
building is the house of a respectable tradesman Petar Katie. It was
built in 1875.The town house and the Holy Trinity church dominate
the town square.The church was the first one which was built in new
Morava style in 1900. It isthe second most acoustic church in Serbia.
The most acoustic one isthe church in Oplenac.

There is a sports airport in Trstenik where sightseeing of the
town and its surroundings can be organized.The West Morava river
and the bridges on the river are the symbols ofthe town.The scenery
of the West Morava river is admired bythe trippers, athletes, the old
and the young ones. Yet, it isthe most admired bythe fishermen and
boatmen. On the right bank of the river there are many sports fields
and a swimming pool.
